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Understanding the data is the first step toward providing opportunities for teachers to target strategies to improve future performance.  The challenge is to present data in a format that promotes inquiry and leads to discovery. What is a correlation, what does it show and how does it help teachers improve student learning?  Additional graphs to communicate information will be shown.

Take A Look at These Graph Types
· Program and Cohort Data
· NeSA Growth—This spreadsheet creates charts and a graph to look at the progress of students from year to year on the NeSA assessments. How did the students that were meeting the standard do in year 2 and year 3?  An overview and instruction are on the first sheet of the spreadsheet.
· Efficiency Rates—This spreadsheet can be used to check for growth from grade to grade. The percent proficient at each grade level is compared to the proficiency rate at the grade below.
· Color coding of students
· Correlations
· Measure of the strength of linear dependence between two variables.
· Correlation is not a cause and effect
· Values will range between -1 and 1
· Shape of the data is important, not the slope of the line
